Be at the rehearsal site 10 minutes before the start time, and in your seat, tuning and
warming up 5 minutes before start time. Rehearsals will begin promptly at 9. Your prompt
attendance will keep distractions from occurring so we can all stay focused.

Each student is allowed to miss a maximum of 3 rehearsals per semester. It is your
responsibility to notify the conductor or person in charge as soon as you know you will not be
able to attend. Notification of absence the night before or morning of a rehearsal hinders
planning and efficiency. Rehearsals are planned expecting that everyone will be in attendance
unless otherwise notified. This is common courtesy and what would be expected of you when
you get a job. Lack of notification of absence in “real life” could potentially lead to dismissal.

Out of courtesy and respect for each one another, it is imperative that you work to
positively contribute to the orchestra, which of course means practicing your music between
rehearsals. We have to “own” this orchestra together and make it the best we can in every
way.
